Clarification from Austin Energy

Stephanie Methven spoke with Keith Harvill by phone.


Stephanie called with this question:

We currently have a plat for standard streetlights.  If we request a plat for the decorative lights layout, are we committed to obtaining decorative lights?



According to Keith Harvill:

The MNA can request a plat for decorative streetlights, but if we decide not to get decorative lights we have to pay the fee for drawing up the decorative plat.  Keith said he would have to check with Kevin Hebert to get the estimated number of hours it would take to draw up the decorative plat and that would determine the fee we would have to pay.  Keith highly recommends only getting the decorative plat if we are committed to decorative lights.  They would prefer not to waste man hours in preparing something if we are only considering it.

Stephanie told Keith that it would not be necessary to have Kevin calculate the hours required at this time.

In March 2010, there will be a contract renewal for the decorative pole contractors, so the decorative pole price will change with a possible increase from $50-$200 per pole.  The styles of poles may also change depending on the company bid that is accepted.

There will possibly be a 120 day layover of the old product until the new pole contractor poles and prices are provided to customers, due to the transition of contractors.

Keith also said that for every 3rd pole, we would have to pay the full price of the pole.
