Clarification from Austin Energy

According to Keith Harvill:

Whether the Mountain Neighborhood Association is a voluntary association or not does not matter to them.  The city wants one point of contact from the neighborhood association.  The dots on the final plat that the MNA turns in to the city are the lights that will be installed.  Any legal disputes after the final plat is turned in to Austin Energy or after the work is done will fall on the MNA.

The MNA majority does not have the right to deny lights to the neighborhood as a whole.  For example, if there is a majority that do not want lights for the entire neighborhood, the individual homeowner has the right to get their light as long as the two adjoining properties are in agreement.

When there is a disagreement between property owners, one wants a light and the other doesn’t want a light, it is up to the MNA to help those two property owners come to agreement.  How we do that is up to the MNA and Austin Energy does not want to get in the middle of the process.  The result of the dispute should be designated on the final plat and Austin Energy will abide by the final plat.

As for the style of lights, whatever style of light we choose for the neighborhood on the final plat will be the style of light that will go in should there ever be a request for additional lights in the future.

Should there be a request for a light in the future, the city would refer back to the final plat.  If there is an X, they would refer the individual homeowner back to the MNA to verify with adjoining homeowners they want a light.
