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Attendees
The following members of the Streetlight Committee were present: Stephanie Methven, David Methven, Connie Gray, Catherine Tannehill, Helen Nooner, Gail Gourley, Dan Coops, Eric Deal.

Status of Streetlight Committee
The Streetlight Committee was formally recognized by the MNA board on October 28, 2009.
Current Streetlight Committee consists of 35 members.

Election of Two Committee Chairs (pro & con)
Having no other nominations or volunteers step forward, Stephanie Methven was elected as the Con-Committee Chair. Warren Lasher, who previously volunteered as a Co-Chair, was discussed as possibly being the Pro-Committee Chair.  Warren was contacted by phone on 11/9/09 and declined the opportunity explaining he was not pro-lights.

We are still in need of a Pro-Committee Chair.

Volunteers for 8 Section Leaders (pro & con for each section)
It was decided that the determination of section leaders could he postponed until a future meeting.  It may be determined there is not a need for section leaders.

We had two committee members volunteer as section leaders.
Section 1:  Ted Moorman (con-light)
Section 3:  Gail Alfar (pro-light)

Volunteers for researching homeowners vs. renters on TravisCad.org.
Helen Nooner volunteered to research every address in the neighborhood with the intent of forming a list of homeowners.  The homeowner will be required to vote on the streetlights.

MNA website blog (pro & con)
It was decided that we would set up a blog on the MNA website to post research giving the pros & cons of streetlights.  Anyone in the neighborhood will be able to contribute to the blog.  The neighborhood will be notified when the blog is set up and will be open until January 15th.  Notification of the blog will be communicated via the MNA Google Group, MNA members email list and signs at the entrance.

Eric Deal volunteered to talk to the MNA webmasters to discuss the process necessary for setting up the blog.

Volunteers for organizing pro & con streetlight research obtained from the blog.
It was decided that one page of pro-research and one page of con-research would be distributed to the neighborhood with the voting ballots.

Catherine Tannehill volunteered to organize the Con-Research from the blog.
Gail Alfar volunteered to organize the Pro-Research from the blog.
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Process of Voting
It was determined we would use the same method of online voting that was used in the most recent MNA election.  In addition, paper ballots will be distributed to every homeowner.  The intent is to obtain a ballot from every homeowner in the neighborhood.

Dan Coops volunteered to help set up the online voting site.

Determination of Ballot Questions
Catherine Tannehill volunteered to draft ballot questions and collect suggested questions from the Streetlight Committee.  It was decided that the Streetlight Committee would also post a draft ballot at the MNA website that the neighborhood could preview and post suggestions or concerns on the previously mentioned blog.

Example Question:  Would you support streetlights if it was on your property or property line?

Online Testing of Ballot Questions
It was decided that there would be an online test run of the ballot once the ballot was finalized.

Timeline
Once set up, the blog and sample ballot will be available for preview and comment on the MNA website until January 15, 2009.  A meeting date of January 17,  2009 was decided upon to discuss the blog results and discuss the implementation process of the online test run of the draft ballot.  Once the online test run is complete, the official voting ballot will be made available to the neighborhood with communication coming from the MNA Google Group, MNA members email list, paper ballots delivered door to door and signs at the entrance.

Our next Streetlight Committee meeting date was set for 4:00 pm on Sunday, November 15, 2009 at 8806 Scotsman Drive.  Catherine Tannehill has volunteered to present the compiled draft ballot questions to the committee at that time.
