Forms That Were Discussed
1. Streetlight Form: An informational sheet about streetlights in our neighborhood with a section to be returned stating each home owner’s preference.
2. Signature Sheet:  A sheet with columns for address, homeowner’s printed name, homeowner’s signature and date.  This sheet will record that each homeowner has received the streetlight information.
3. Pro-Streetlights Research:  A sheet with research that describes the pros of streetlights.
4. Con -Streetlights Research:  A sheet with research that describes the cons of streetlights.

Drafts of these forms were emailed to the Streetlight Committee prior to this meeting.  Four emails and one phone call were received with suggestions prior to the meeting.
	
Discussion of the Streetlight Form
Suggestions and concerns were discussed and it was decided to:
1. Move the section to be returned to the top of the form.
2. Move the last paragraph to follow the section to be returned.
3. Eliminate the first paragraph except for a portion of the first sentence and the last sentence.
4. Eliminate the second paragraph.

Discussion of the Signature Sheet
Suggestions and concerns were discussed and it was decided that:
1. The homeowner’s address would be added to the Signature Sheet.
2. Stephanie Methven will check with Randee Ketzel about getting the list of addresses.

Discussion of the Pro & Con Research Sheets
Suggestions and concerns were discussed and it was decided that:
1. The Mountain Neighborhood Association would be the only graphic.
2. Carolyn Baker will confirm permission to use homeowner’s quotes.
3. Carolyn Baker will confirm permission to use Officer Normand’s quote.
4. Astrid Jaehde will further work on the con-sheet.
5. Connie Gray will further work on the pro-sheet.
6. Both the pro and con sheets should have the same format.
7. Full references can be posted on the website.
8. Gail Gourley will come up with a suggested format.  Astrid Jaehde and Connie Gray will then forward their work to Gail to be formatted.  Suggestions for formatting included: two columns of text, bullet points or paragraphs, simpler references.
9. The title for each sheet would be “Pro-Streetlights” and “Con-Streetlights.”
10. The pro and con sheets would still be printed double sided and would not be stapled to the Streetlight Form.
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Copying of Streetlight Information
Stephanie Methven agreed to check with Randee Ketzel to see where copies have been made in the past and make the copies after the forms have been approved at the next meeting.

Distribution of Streetlight Information
As discussed at previous meetings, distribution would initially be made by block captains.  Should any block captains be unable to help with the initial distribution, the Streetlight Committee can take over.

Publication on Website
It was decided that there would be a pictorial and text format on the MNA website for homeowners to check streetlight preferences.  In addition, once information is input, data entry verification will be performed by the committee.

Timeline
The next meeting will be scheduled for Thursday, February 25, 2010, 8pm at 8806 Scotsman Drive.  The intent of this meeting will be to approve the forms to be distributed and determine the timeline for distribution.
